The 7th European Nations Championship from 14 to 20 August was a resounding success.  Played on the newly renovated pitch at UCD, Belfield, many of the best players in the world treated the full capacity crowds to exciting top-class hockey.  Netherlands retained their title as European Champions, beating Olympic Gold Medallists Germany 2-1 in an exciting final. 





European Champions - The Netherlands
Ireland, recovering from the disappointment of missing out on a semi-final spot, overcame Scotland 3-1 and Ukraine 4-1 in the play-offs to finish in 5th place, their highest finish since 1984 in Lille when coach, Ian Steepe, was in charge.

The tournament was officially opened on Saturday 13th August in the historic grounds of Trinity College by the Minister for Education and Science, Mary Hanafin, TD.   The teams, led by piper, Brian Downy, marched around the perimeter of the Cricket Pitch and lined up in front of the Moyne Institute where broadcaster, Jimmy Magee, introduced the speakers and added his own style of wit and humour to the occasion.   

Blessed with excellent weather, the tournament went smoothly, and crowds flocked to UCD to support the Irish girls.  RTE did a splendid job, bringing into our homes the Irish matches against France, Spain and Netherlands in the series of pool matches as well as the play-off matches against Scotland and Ukraine and the Final.  Gold sponsors - ESB, Silver sponsors – Tesco and Bronze sponsors - Failte Ireland came on board to support the event.

IN APPRECIATION – Stan de Lacy an The IHA was saddened to hear of the death of past International Stan de Lacy who passed away on the 28 August in his 91st year.  Stan was a member of Limerick PYMA and was first capped against Wales in 1937.  He played 34 times for Ireland between 1937 and 1954 which included five Triple Crown successes in 1937, 1938, 1939, 1947 (captain) and 1949. He started his hockey at an early age and represented the Munster Schools team at the age of 15 in the 1930-31 season. He won almost every medal to be won in the game including Irish Senior Cup Medals with Limerick PYMA in the 30’s and 40’s.  Stan was one of the speediest and best right wings ever to play the game and, as an accomplished athlete, was the 100 yards champion of Ireland in 1937.  He captained the British Isles & Ireland team on their tour of South Africa & Rhodesia in 1952 and won the Texaco Hall of Fame in 1995.  Even when he was in his 90’s Stan regularly attended hockey matches in Limerick. We extend our deepest sympathy to his daughter Barbara and her family and to his many friends.
